Background
[bookmark: _GoBack]RVO.nl is looking for a moderator to prepare and moderate 9 local workshops in the framework of the Water as Leverage programme for Resilient Cities in Asia (https://english.rvo.nl/subsidies-programmes/water-leverage). These  two day workshops will take place in Chennai (India), Khulna (Bangladesh) and Semarang (Indonesia). In each city two teams of international and local experts will be selected in July to work on the water challenges in their city. To support the teams and cities, RVO.nl will organise 3 local workshops in each of the three cities in cooperation with Partners for Resilience (PfR) and 100 Resilient Cities (100RC). 

The moderator will act on behalf of RVO.nl. RVO.nl, PfR and 100RC will work with each city to bring together leaders of local communities, local experts and local government representative(s). The moderator will be first point of contact for these organisations. Partners of the Water as Leverage Programme will participate as well.

The moderator will identify the needs of the teams and via RVO.nl of the cities. He/she takes the lead on the workshop design and working methods to be used that fits best to the needs and makes an outline/agenda of the workshop program in close collaboration with the partners. As first point of contact, the moderator will also act as the liaison/linking pin between teams, PfR, 100RC and RVO to make sure the necessary participants, information etc is available and logistics are in place. 

The assignment falls within, and is financed by the Water as Leverage for Resilient Cities programme.  

The contracted moderator will operate together with the knowledge network Partners for Resilience and in close cooperation with 100 Resilient Cities.
