In 8.4.5 you ask for a part to retrofit a detector that can detect Li-ions. Do you mean either detecting
8.4 Detectors Lithium or identifying chemical bonding states of material that contain Lithium? If such a detector is
already included, are the points automatically awarded?

We mean detecting Lithium, and not the chemical bonding. If the detector is included, the points should be automatically
awarded.

As stipulated in Directive 2014/24/EU and the Procurement Act 2012, a contracting authority in a procurement procedure must
provide the information note at least 10 days before the deadline for submission of tenders (2.54 Procurement Act 2012).
