Type of Agreement and Conditions

1. This is a Framework Agreement in the meaning of Article 1, under J, of the General Terms and Conditions of Purchase of the Erasmus University Medical Centre Rotterdam, version of Januari 2024,   (hereinafter: 'GTCP 2024').
2. This Framework Agreement applies to all orders separately placed during its agreed term.
3. The GTCP 2024 apply to this Framework Agreement. The GTCP are included in the Annexe hereto and have been made available to the Contractor prior to the conclusion of the Agreement, providing the Contractor with sufficient opportunity to become aware of their contents. 
4. The Contractor's terms and conditions do not apply and are expressly excluded. The same applies to all Orders arising from this Framework Agreement. 

5. Any annexes provided by the Contractor and appended to these core arrangements form an integral part of this Agreement. All articles and clauses of such annexes contrary to the provisions of the Agreement do not apply. 
6. This Agreement in no way obliges Erasmus MC to make any purchase. 
2.
Subject of the Agreement

1. The Performance to be provided by the Contractor, as defined in Article 1(E) of the GTCP 2024, concerns the supply of [detail goods or services to be supplied] by the Contractor to Erasmus MC. 
2. The scope of the conditions laid down in this Framework Agreement is expressly limited to the subject of this Agreement.

Term

1. This Agreement is entered into for a term of [number] months and is in effect from [date] until [date]. This Agreement will end by operation of law upon the lapse of this term.

Delivery

1. The Supplier will exclusively deliver the Performance upon Erasmus MC having placed an order thereto.

2. Erasmus MC reiterates the provisions of Article 6.3 of the GTCP 2024. The time and term of delivery constitute fatal deadlines. In case of the goods not being delivered in time or the services not being provided in time, the Contractor will be in default without further notice being required.  
3. Delivery is to take place through the Erasmus MC's “Directie  Inkoop en Facilitair”, Logisticofs. Depending on the agreed-upon location for the delivery of the goods, the Westzeedijk parcel service/goods receiving department or the Barendrecht distribution centre, respectively, will sign for receipt.

4. The Performance will not be modified, unless such is agreed upon with the Supplier. Should any modifications have been made, the strict liability of the Supplier applies in full.
5. Notification of a Recall/ Field Safety Notice is obliged according to the procedure in Annexe 3.
