Policy

For that purpose, the contractor as much as possible uses its trading conditions for suppliers. The contractor systematically monitors the progress of the standards' implementation in the supply chain. In addition, the contractor is open to and takes into account society's signals that indicate that the standards are not being properly implemented. Annually, the contractor publicly reports on the implementation of the social conditions, in the context of the agreement, in a broader (social) (annual) report or in an ISO 26000 self-declaration and forthwith informs the contracting authority accordingly. In any case, the reports are (also) in the Dutch or English language.
