3. Combination: A group of Economic Operators
4. Contracting authority: ARCNL
5. Days: Calendar days

10. Public contract: The purchase of the tendered goods commissioned by (or on behalf of) ARCNL.


11. Supplier: Any natural or legal person or public entity or group of such persons and/or bodies which offers on the market, respectively, products or services.
12. Tender: The detailed proposal submitted by the Tenderer. 

13. Tenderer: An Economic operator who has submitted a tender.
14. UTC: Coordinated Universal Time.

15. Working hours: Working days from 8.30 am till 04.00 pm CET.

16. Working days:  Calendar days on which the agreed activities will be performed, except for weekends and official Dutch national public holidays. See also ‘Working hours’.

17. Written or In Writing: Any expression consisting of words or figures which can be read, reproduced and subsequently communicated. It may include information which is transmitted and stored by electronic means.

The laser system is intended to pump an optical parametric chirped pulse amplification system for intense mid-IR few cycle pulse generation.”

3.2.2 Any comments on the draft contract (Appendix C: Draft Proposal Contract) can be made only within the set period for questions, with the use of Appendix G: Form Text suggestions Draft Proposal Contract. Any comments submitted later will not be accepted.
The Tenderer must state agreement or otherwise for each article he disagrees with, give a comment. The Tenderer may, if desired, make a suggestion regarding an article with which he agrees in principle, in which case a textual suggestion may be entered. If the Tenderer does not agree with an article, a proposed text must be entered.
Any amendments in response to submitted suggestions will be incorporated in the ‘Memorandum of Information’. No additional changes will be made to the final draft contract produced as above, which is binding on the Tenderer.

3.2.3 If a Tenderer considers that there is good reason for a particular question to be answered in confidence, he should expressly state this when submitting that question. If, having taken all parties’ interests into consideration, ARCNL concludes that the answer to the question cannot reasonably be withheld from the other Tenderers, the Tenderer submitting the question will be informed accordingly. If this Tenderer still does not wish the information to be shared with others, ARCNL reserves the right to decline answering the question altogether.

3.2.4 A Memorandum of Information will be drawn up containing the questions and its answers by or on behalf of the Contracting Authority, to the extent that this Memorandum serves to supplement, amend or clarify the Invitation to Tender Procedure. 3.3.4 Delivery in person to the address above is possible, before the closing date and time.
3.3.5 The Tenderer bears the risk and the burden of proof for the timely delivery of its Tender.
3.3.6 The Contracting Authority may, at its discretion, extend the closing date for the submission of Tenders by amending the Tender Documents at any time and for any reason, whether it at its own initiative or in response to clarification(s) requested by prospective Tenderer(s) and to modify the Tender Documents by amendment.

Article 3.4. Requirements for the contents of the Tender 

3.4.1 All monetary amounts must be stated in Euro, excluding Value Added Tax. 

3.4.2 When a monetary amount is written down in numbers as well as in characters, the monetary amount written down in characters prevails, if both amounts do not correspond to each other.

3.4.3 The Tender must be accompanied by a complete and correct ‘prequalification’ form (Appendix A: Prequalification form), together with all requested information and enclosures. 

3.4.4 The Tender must be duly signed by an authorized officer of the company concerned. Proof of this person’s entitlement to sign such documents should be provided, preferably by means of a copy of the relevant entry in the trade or professional register (according to the legislative requirements in place in the country in which the applicant has registered offices), or by a duly completed Power of Attorney, dated no more than six months prior to the time-limit for receipt of Tenders. 
3.4.5 All enclosures must be numbered according to the sequence used in the prequalification form. Each enclosure must also be clearly marked to indicate the question(s) to which it relates. 
3.4.6 The Tender must be irrevocable. Invalid is a revocable Tender. 

3.4.7 The Minimum time frame during which the Tenderer must maintain the Tender is 90 days. On first written request Tenderer must extend this period with a time frame of another 90 days.
3.4.8 The Contracting Authority reserves the right to ascertain the accuracy of all information provided. 
Article 3.5. Partnerships, combinations and consortia 

3.5.1 A group of Economic Operators may submit a Tender.  
3.5.2 Where a Tender is submitted by a group of Economic Operators, the Tenderer must state whether the parties intend to work as an (equal) partnership or combine, or whether there is to be a contractor/sub-contractor relationship. 

3.5.3 Where the intention is to form a combine or consortium, Economic Operators’ attention is drawn to the following: 

If submitting a Tender as a combine or consortium, the information relating to the following must be provided by each member of the combine or consortium, with each providing the relevant supporting documentation:

· Enrolment of professional or trade register, dated no more than six months prior to the time-limit for receipt of Tenders.

All other questions should be answered by the combine or consortium as a whole.
Article 3.6. Conditions for opening Tenders 

3.6.1 The Tenders will be opened at 16:05 pm CET (UTC +1) 10-05-2016 at the address as stipulated in Article 3.3.2. 


3.6.2 Persons authorised to be present at the opening of Tenders: a maximum of two representatives per Tenderer.


3.6.3 During the opening, prices will not be read aloud.
3.6.4 No changes with respect to the content of the Tender will be accepted, after opening the Tenders.

Article 3.7. Additional documentation and information

3.7.1 The Contracting Authority may invite Tenderers to supplement or clarify the certificates and documents submitted.

Article 3.8. Language

3.8.1 The Tender and all further communication and correspondence must be in English. 

Article 3.9. Costs

3.9.1 This Descriptive Document is provided to Economic Operators free of charge. No reimbursement will be made in respect of the costs of acquiring or producing the required documents, nor for any costs incurred further to the cancellation of the tendering procedure. 
Article 3.10. Disqualification

3.10.1 The Contracting Authority reserves the right to disqualify Tenderers from (further) participation in the tender process where:

Tenders have not been submitted in accordance with the stated requirements 
-
The reference project submitted by the Tenderer does not meet the requirements described in Appendix A: Prequalification form 
-
The Tender is subject to any caveat or condition.

-
Any attempt is made to acquire information about the tender other than through the duly appointed contact person. 
Article 3.11. Suspension or termination of the tender procedure
 

3.11.1 The Contracting Authority expressly reserves the right to suspend or terminate all or any part of the tender procedure at any time. 
3.11.2 Cancellation of a Tender may occur when:

The tender procedure has been unsuccessful, i.e. no qualitatively or 

financially worthwhile tender has been received or there is no response at all;
-
The economic or technical data of the project has been fundamentally altered;
-
Exceptional circumstances or force majeure render normal performance of the
contract impossible;
-
All technically compliant tenders exceed the financial resources available.
-
There have been irregularities in the procedure, in particular where these
have 
prevented fair competition. 

3.11.3 In the event of cancellation of the Tender procedure, Tenderers will be notified of the cancellation by the Contracting Authority. If the Tender procedure is cancelled before the outer envelope of any Tender has been opened, the unopened and sealed envelopes will be returned to the Tenderers.

Article 3.12. Errors and omissions 

3.12.1 The Contracting Authority does not accepts any liability for errors or omissions in the text of this Descriptive Document or any document which forms an intrinsic part of the Descriptive Document. If any error or omission is discovered, it must be reported immediately to the address or e-mail address stated in Article 3.2, stating the relevant tender reference.
3.12.2 By submitting a Tender, the Tenderer unconditionally accepts the content of this Descriptive Document or any document which forms an intrinsic part of the Descriptive Document. By submitting a Tender, the Tenderer loses his right to object later on to any error or omission discovered in the text of this Descriptive Document or any document which form an intrinsic part of the Descriptive Document.

Article 3.13. Lodging of appeals 

3.13.1 The Contracting Authority will incorporate a minimum twenty (20) calendar day standstill period commencing the day the announcement of contract award is communicated to Tenderers. The purpose of the standstill period referred to above is to allow parties to apply to the courts to set aside the award decision before the contract is entered into. In this event, the Tenderer should notify the Contracting Authority of its intention, in writing and stating full details, within twenty (20) days of the date stated in the letter of notification, and should enclose the (pro forma) summons. By submitting a Tender, all Tenderers expressly accept this twenty (20) day limitation. All such disputes are to be placed before the District Court of Amsterdam, having sole jurisdiction in all matters relating to the tender procedure. The commencement of legal proceedings will not result in the suspension of (the remainder of) the tendering procedure.

4. Awarding criteria and rules

Article 4.1. Evaluation procedure

4.1.1 The Tenders will be assessed and examined as described below, after opening the Tenders.
Step 1 Verification of the completeness of the Tender
The Contracting Authority verifies whether the Tender received is complete. The Contracting Authority expressly reserves the right to invite Tenderers to supplement or clarify their Tender.  

Tenderers are obliged to give notice to this invitation within 7 Days. The Contracting Authority reserves the right to disqualify Tenderers from (further) participation in the tender process, where the Tenderer has not (in time) complied with the request for information.

Step 2 Non-conformance review 
The Contracting Authority verifies whether the Tender complies with all the requirements and conditions as described in the Prequalification form (Appendix A: Prequalification form) and Chapter 6 ‘Requirements’. The conception ‘Non-conformance’ applies to the Tender which does not meet the mentioned requirements and conditions. The Contracting Authority reserves the right to disqualify Tenderers from (further) participation in the tender process, where the Tender does not comply with the minimum requirements.

Step 3 Acceptance of the contract 

The Contracting Authority verifies whether the Tenderer unconditionally accepts the contract shown in Appendix C: Draft Proposal Contract.  The Contracting Authority reserves the right to disqualify Tenderers from (further) participation in the tender process, where the Tenderer does not unconditionally accept the contract.

Step 4 Verification of the suitability of Tenderers

The requirements stated in Section III of the Contract Notice minimum requirements must be met in full by all Tenderers. These requirements are further elaborated by means of the prequalification form. Any Tenderer failing to meet one or more of these requirements will not be eligible for the award of the contract. 

Step 5 Evaluation of the Tenders in accordance with the award criteria set 
The award of the Public Contract shall be made to the Tenderer which offers the most economically advantageous Tender based on the criteria as stated in the following articles. 
Article 4.2. Awarding criteria

4.2.1 The award of the Public Contract shall be made to the Tenderer which offers the most economically advantageous Tender. For this Tender the qualitative and quantitative (=price) aspects are weighted and scored as follows:

Article 4.3.  Quality (40 points)
In order to determine the most economically advantageous Tender from the point of view of the Contracting Authority, the quality of the Tender will be examined in relation to the other Tenders. Therefore quality sub-criteria are defined and scored.

General remarks regarding assessment/evaluation


Important general remarks with regard to the assessment/evaluation are:

1. 
The assessment of the award criterion Quality is done by an Assessment Committee.

2.
Each member of the Assessment Committee independently award points with regard to the described quality sub-criteria. The separate members of the Assessment Committee individually assign a provisional score for these sub-criteria. The scores are given on the basis of comparison among the descriptions within the received Tenders relating to the specific sub-criteria. 

3.
The members of the Assessment Committee will convene to discuss their provisional scores with regard to the described sub-criteria. During this evaluation meeting the members of the Assessment Committee reach a consensus and determine the definitive scores per sub-criteria per Tenderer. The Tender which according to the Assessment Committee is the best with regard to a specific sub-criterion will receive the maximum score for that specific sub-criterion. The scores of the other Tenderer for sub-criterion will be related to the description of the Tenderer which received the maximum score for that specific sub-criterion.

The representing value for each aspect can be calculated, as follows:

The scoring is performed by an Assessment Committee on behalf of the Contracting Authority. 
This committee shall consist of at least 3 experts (unless there are unforeseen circumstances). For each sub-criterion 4.3.1 - 4.3.3, the length of the response of the Tenderer to the sub-criterion should not exceed two page A4 maximum.
4.3.1 Assessment of Qualtity sub-criterion 1. Specifications of the laser system
The tenderer should provide guaranteed specifications of the requested features of the laser system. The main emphasis should be on the listed characteristics, but information about any other technical aspects that may be considered relevant is welcomed. Preference is given to a tenderer who can show examples of successful use of similar equipment in the labs of previous customers. The score will be given according to the quality and quantity to the listed desirable specifications.

4.3.2 Assessment of Qualtity sub-criterion 2. 
Design of laser system and stability of components used
The tenderer should provide details of the design of the laser system and the internal alignment-sensitive optomechanical components that are part of the laser system. The score will be given according to the robustness and stability of the laser design, the quality of the individual components and the expected lifetime of sensitive parts.

4.3.3 Assessment of Qualtity sub-criterion 3. Alignment required by user
The system should be low-maintenance in terms of the required routine alignment of the optical components by the user. Any alignment procedures should be explained in a manual and during basic training upon system installation. The user gives preference to a system that requires minimum alignment. Any necessary alignment should be possible to perform using readily accessible optical components, and using clearly defined feedback signals to define optimum alignment. The less alignment the higher the score.
4.3.4
Assessment of Qualtity sub-criterion 4. Replaceability of individual components

The tenderer should provide information about the extent to which parts of the system (oscillator, amplifier modules, compressor, individual optics, etc.) can be replaced and/or upgraded in a later stage. This criterion is evaluated for both potential upgrades to improve specifications as well as for replacement components in case of damage. Preference is given to a laser system with a modular design. The more modular the higher the score.
Article 4.4. Service and Terms (20 points)

The scoring of the Service and Terms criterion is performed by an Assessment Committee on behalf of the Contracting Authority and will be evaluated based on the following three sub-criteria:

The evaluation of the Service and Terms criterion will be done fully analogous to the procedure applied to the Quality criterion (Article 4.4). For each following sub-criterion 4.4.1 - 4.4.3, the length of the response of the Tenderer to the sub-criterion should not exceed one page A4 maximum:
Subpragraph number Assessment of Service and Terms sub-criterion 1. Delivery
The delivery time should be maximum 12 months. Scoring will be done on a linear scale from 0 points for 12 months to 5 points for 6 months. 

Subpragraph number Assessment of Service and Terms sub-criterion 2. Installation, support and response to technical problems
The Tenderer should provide a detailed technical briefing and technical documentation to the staff at ARCNL upon delivery and installation of the laser system. The Tenderer should also estimate a realistic response time in case of emergency service, as well as a realistic typical timescale that would be required to get the system operational again. Expected maintenance costs, maintainability and repair options should be further described. Shorter times and lower expected costs will give higher scores.

Subpragraph number Assessment of Service and Terms sub-criterion 3. Warranty
The tenderer should provide a warranty period at least 12 months after installation and final acceptance. The terms of the warranty should be clearly summarized. A longer period and better terms will results in a higher score. An estimate should also be given for how long time after the warranty period spare parts will be available.

Article 4.5. Price (40 points)
4.4.1 In order to determine the lowest total price of the Tender, the Contracting Authority

will take into account the prices and rates as filled in Appendix D: Tender Form Price. 

The price evaluation will take place with regard to the Total Price stated in Appendix D   

The Score on Price will be calculated as follows:
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5. Other points of attention 

Article 5.1. Reservations

5.1.1 In order to be considered, Tenderers must answer all questions and must provide all requested information to accompany the Tender. 

5.1.2 The Contracting Authority reserves the right to exclude from consideration any document which does not meet the requirements of the tendering procedure, and/or is incomplete or inaccurate. 
Article 5.2. Confidentiality 

5.2.1 This document, including all appendices and any other documentation issued by or on behalf of the Contracting Authority in connection with the Tender, must be treated in the strictest confidence and divulged only to those members of staff who have a ‘need to know’. No information may be divulged to third parties in any form or at any time. These requirements extend beyond the tendering procedure itself and apply equally to those Tenderers who are not awarded the contract. All information provided by Tenderers to the Contracting Authority will also be treated in the strictest confidence. 

Article 5.3. Internal documents
 

5.3.1 The Contracting Authority is not obliged to make available any internal (tender-related) documents, including advisory reports concerning the assessment procedure. 

Article 5.4. Ethics Clauses 

5.4.1 Any attempt by a Tenderer to obtain confidential information, enter into unlawful agreements with competitors or influence the committee or the Contracting Authority during the process of examining, clarifying, evaluating and comparing tenders will lead to the rejection of its candidacy or tender and may result in administrative penalties.

Article 5.5. Applicable law
 

5.5.1 All agreements and obligations further to or connected with this tendering procedure are governed by Dutch law. The act of submitting a Tender implies express acceptance of this condition. 

Article 5.6. Jurisdiction
